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What is the future of Reusable Medical Textiles? Making strides in circularity and safety

Introduction: There are a litany of crises’ and salient political issues which the textile services industry must navigate. As we emerge from the COVID-19 pandemic, we have been confronted with the economic ramifications of the Russian invasion of Ukraine while also contending with the  increasingly pressing threat posed by climate change, and the call to be ever more sustainable in order to mitigate it’s effects. After all, despite the current economic situation, we are still legally bound to the goals of the European Climate Pact which aims to drastically reshape our economy and way of life within a mere seven years. Reusable Medical Textiles are an interesting intersection of these three aforementioned points (medical safety, economic viability and sustainability). 
 
Reusable medical textiles have been instrumental in front line medical gear, which has been essential in saving lives during the course of the last 3 years.  They are also extremely economically lucrative as our governments continue to struggle with inflation, rising costs and supply chain disruption. Lastly, reusable medical textiles are considerably more environmentally sustainable when compared to disposables, which currently dominate the medical industry. Nevertheless, despite the obvious benefits of reusables, as previously mentioned, their presence in the medical profession is often rather small. This webinar seeks to address how to better promote the benefits of reusable medical textiles, and how to expand their usage in Europe and beyond.
